An average of 250 children and 120 adult and
youth helpers attended each day. During the week, children of all ages par-
ticipated in worship, crafts, music, Bible time, snack, and recreation. Their
missions were to learn about the creation story, God with Hijah, the woman at the well,
Jesus healing a blind beggar, and Jesus appearing on the road to Emmaus.
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Cadets at VBS served others by bringing in outreach items each day to support the
many missions of Shady Grove. They collected the following: 62 skeins of yarn; 154 pairs
of flip flops; over $300 for international missions; 332 boxes of macaroni and cheese for
the Central Virginia Food Bank; 632 juice boxes, 406 pudding cups, and 368 fruit cups for
CARITAS over $600.00 to help support the Free Medical dinic; and 300 markers, 1862
crayons, 1294 pencils, 61 packs of paper, 16 rulers, 10 pencil pouches, 186 erasers, 10 3-
ring binders, 108 notebooks, and 174 other items for All God’s Children Camp.

The 4™ and 5" graders spent time serving others through small mis-
sion projects during VBS this year. They made prayer magnets for Covenant Woods
and they delivered the donated mac and cheese to the Food Bank. Lastly, the children
wrote letters to campers who will be attending All God's Children Camp. Led by Pastor
Brad, our 5™ grade children also led the Wednesday night worship service on June 30"
It was an experience to remember!

This year also saw the introduction of the VBS Buddies program where children with
special needs were able to participate in every aspect of VBSwith the help of a youth or
adult buddy.

A big thanks to Shady Grove’s UMM and to the Chappell family for working with our
oldest cadets on their woodworking project for the week. They loved working with the
men to make their chairs this year!
